The Florida Public Archaeology Network — Southeast (FPAN-SE) celebrated our fourth
anniversary as of June 1st. With this in mind, we have seen an amazing quarter of growth and
expansion. We introduced over 4700 people to FPAN and its goals through 13 lectures, 9
meetings, 2 training sessions including a teacher training and assistance with the FPAN SSEAS
training, 12 days of events, and 13 youth education opportunities. We also have had contact
with the county archaeologists in all of our counties and hosted Florida's Statewide
Comprehensive Historic Preservation Plan meeting in southeast Florida. Our efforts with local
governments have been increased and inroads continue to be made as noted below. Finally,
we participated on several levels in the Florida Anthropological Society (FAS) meetings in May
2011. Dr. Williams had been approached by Bob Austin to be on the development committee
for the 2011 Florida Archaeology Month poster: Native People Native Plants. As this work
progressed, Dr. Williams and Ms. Donna Ruhl decided to host an archaeobotany information
booth at the FAS meetings. Over 100 people stopped by our booth on Saturday afternoon to
see the comparative collections, wooden artifacts, research tools and other items related to the
study of prehistoric plant use. The same day, Ms. Nohe co-presented a paper with Jason Kent
titted “New Pathways to Old Places: Improving Heritage Tourism with Location-based Social
Media.”

Assistance to Local Governments
During this quarter, our office has made contact with all three of the County Archaeologists in
our area to check on the status of archaeological projects. In particular, this quarter has
strengthened our support of archaeological preservation efforts taking place under the guidance
of Palm Beach County Archaeologist Chris Davenport. Dr. Williams is processing and analyzing
a series of paleoethnobotanical samples from the DuBois site; upon completion this work will be
one of the only systematic analyses of plant remains within Palm Beach County. The Palm
Beach County Historic Resource Review Board also gave Ms. Nohe and Dr. Williams
certificates of appreciation in recognition of their DuBois site work. Additionally Sarah Nohe is
partnering with Gregg Harding, FPAN-East Central, on the Fort Jefferson Graffiti Project. The
purpose of the project is to document, through photographs and a database of inscriptions, the
historic graffiti within a wood-lined magazine at Fort Jefferson on Garden Key in the Dry
Tortugas National Park. This project will allow further investigation and analysis of the historical
context of these inscriptions by outside students or researchers, without putting the physical
resource at risk. Ms. Nohe and Mr. Harding completed their fieldwork in June, and they will be
presenting the results of their project at national conferences in the upcoming year. A summary
of this quarter’s assistance to local governments, many of which overlap with earlier categories
is below:
